Si se determina que la suspension de actividades no es suficiente para continuar
el pago de subsidio de vivienda para todas las viviendas bajo contrato y por el
plazo complete del contrato HAP, la Autoridad de Vivienda (PHA, por sus siglas
en inglés) tiene el derecho de dar por terminado el contrato HAP por medio de la
entrega de un aviso al propietario. El subsidio del programa se va a dar por
terminado de acuerdo al criterio imparcial de seleccion por el cual el Gltimo que
llega es el primero que se va, basandose en la fecha y la hora de la entrada en
vigor del contrato HAP.

La HACLA puede reanudar el programa de subsidio a las familias afectadas
cuando determine que va haber suficientes fondos. A las familias afectadas se
les va a colocar en una lista de espera y se les dara la preferencia de Prioridad 1
sobre otros solicitantes.

3.2 Derivaciones (Recomendaciones)

Las familias se agregan a la lista de espera por derivaciones de acuerdo a las
siguientes circunstancias.

3.2.1.1 Programas restringidos a los proyectos

En los programas restringidos a los proyectos, se paga subsidio de alquiler para
familias que viven en complejos habitacionales o viviendas sefaladas. El subsidio de
alquiler esta vinculado a la vivienda.

3.2.1.1.1 Programa de Rehabilitacion Moderada

El Congreso ya no adjudica fondos para proyectos nuevos de Rehabilitacién
Moderada. Los objetivos del programa eran el de mejorar vivienda de alquiler de
calidad inferior y proveer subsidios de alquiler a familias de escasos recursos. Al
formalizar un contrato de pagos de subsidio de vivienda por 15 afios, se les
permitié a los propietarios tomar ventaja de financiamiento favorable a través de
instituciones crediticias u otras fuentes aceptables por el HUD.

Si la HACLA no puede derivar una cantidad suficiente de solicitantes de su lista
de espera en un plazo de 30 dias a partir del aviso de que tiene viviendas
desocupadas, el propietario puede derivar un solicitante en su lista de espera a
la HACLA para determinar si retne los requisitos. A tal fin, los propietarios que
todavia estén bajo contrato de la Seccion 8 pueden tener sus propias listas de
espera monitoreadas por la HACLA.

3.2.1.1.2 Programa de Vivienda Permanente con Servicios Auxiliares (PSHP) —
Proyecto de Vales Restringidos a Proyectos (PBV)

El Programa de Vivienda Permanente con Servicios Auxiliares (PSHP, por sus
siglas en inglés) es una iniciativa que creo la alcaldia como una manera de
consolidar los esfuerzos de varios departamentos municipales para asistir en el
suministro de vivienda con servicios auxiliares para la poblacion de personas sin
hogar en la Ciudad de Los Angeles. El Departamento de Vivienda de Los
Angeles opera como la agencia principal en la creacién de un Aviso de
Disponibilidad de Fondos para proveedores de vivienda que reunen los
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requisitos. Siendo una agencia participante, la HACLA elabora un Llamado a
Licitacion para Subsidio Restringido a Proyectos (Ver Seccion 3.2.1.1.4 a
continuacion.). La Junta de Comisionados de la HACLA adjudica una cantidad
de vales para el PSHP.

Aunque los proponentes siempre deben cumplir los requisitos de 24 CFR parte
983, la Junta de Comisionados puede establecer normas de prioridad ademas
de los requisitos del Capitulo 17, Procedimientos especiales para programas de
Subsidio Restringido a Proyectos.

Los proyectos PSHP-PBV usan listas de espera propias del lugar que
mantiene la HACLA basado en derivaciones del proyecto PSHP. Para ese
fin, los proyectos PSHP-PBV pueden solicitar y derivar familias a la HACLA
para colocacién en la lista propia del lugar.

3.2.1.1.4, Programa de Vales Restringidos a Proyectos (PBV)

Conforme a la ultima regla del Programa de Vales Restringidos a Proyectos
(PBV, por sus siglas en inglés), publicado el 13 de octubre de 2005, la HACLA
puede elegir propuestas de propietarios para brindar subsidio de vales
restringidos al proyecto hasta por un 20 por ciento de la cantidad de la facultad
presupuestaria asignada a la HACLA en el programa de vales. Todas las
viviendas del PBC y del PBV por las cuales la HACLA ha emitido un aviso de la
selecciéon de propuestas o que estén bajo un Acuerdo de Formalizacién de un
Contrato HAP o contrato HAP se consideran parte de este 20 por ciento de
cantidad méaxima.

Las normas concernientes a la seleccion de propuestas y otras normas del PBV
se pueden encontrar en el Capitulo 17, Procedimientos especiales para
Programas de Subsidio Restringidos a Proyectos (PBA, por sus siglas en inglés),
de este Plan Administrativo.

La HACLA mantiene una lista de espera del PBV para recomendar a los
propietarios familias que reunan los requisitos. El propietario puede
derivar familias a HACLA para que determine si reinen los requisitos para
el subsidio si la HACLA no deriva al propietario un namero suficiente de
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familias en un plazo de 30 dias a partir de la fecha en que el propietario
avise de una vivienda desocupada.

5.1 Numero de listas de espera

La HACLA mantiene una Unica y unificada lista de espera para sus programas de
certificados-restringidos-aproyectos-y-rehabilitacion-meoderada restringidos a inquilinos.
La HACLA mantiene una Unicay unificada lista de espera para sus proyectos que
no son del PSHP-PBV. La HACLA mantiene una lista de espera propia del lugar para
Su programa de—vale—restringido—a—proyectos PSHP-PBV conforme al Capitulo 17,
Procedimientos especiales para Programas de Subsidio Restringidos a Proyectos
(PBA, por sus siglas en inglés), de este Plan Administrativo.

17.32 Listas de espera propias del lugar

Para el programa de PBV, la HACLA mantendrd una unica y unificada separada-lista
de espera PBV per—eada—sitio—PBY. Para proyectos del PSHP-PBV, la HACLA
mantendrd listas de espera propias de lugar. El propietario-del-RBV proyecto PSHP
derivara familias a la HACLA para colocacion en la lista de espera propia del lugar.

17.32.1 Listado cruzado en la lista de espera restringida al inquilino

Si la lista de espera de la HACLA restringida al inquilino esté abierta cuando se
coloca a una familia en la lista de espera del PBV o en una lista de espera
propia de un lugar, a la familia también se le debe ofrecer colocacién en la lista
de espera de la HACLA restringida al inquilino conforme 24 CFR 982.205(a).

Si la lista de espera restringida al inquilino esta cerrada cuando se coloque a la
familia en una lista de espera propia-deHugar PBV 0 una lista de espera propia
del lugar y la familia quiere estar en la lista de espera restringida al inquilino, la
familia debe llenar una solicitud por separado para el subsidio restringido al
inquilino cuando se acepten dichas solicitudes.

Colocaciéon en una lista de espera PBV o en una propia del lugar por lo demas
no afecta la colocacion de la familia en ninguna otra lista de espera. La familia
puede tener un lugar en mas de una lista de espera.

17.32.3 Uso de la lista de espera restringida al inquilino

La HACLA debe ofrecer colocar a los solicitantes que estén en su lista de espera
restringida al inquilino y que cumplan con los requisitos del PBV en su lista de

espera propia-deHugar del PBV.
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La HACLA puede, en cualquier momento, buscar a familias interesadas de su
lista de espera restringida al inquilino para colocacion (listado cruzado) en listas

de espera de la HACLA propia-deHugar del PBV.

Cuando lo solicite el propietario, la HACLA puede examinar su lista de espera
restringida al inquilino y derivarle al propietario solicitantes que sean
discapacitados y que crea que reunen los requisitos para algun servicio especial
gue se ofrece en un proyecto en particular. Si el propietario esta de acuerdo que
una determinada familia solicitante cumple con el criterio de la vivienda, y la
familia esta de acuerdo que se le cologue en la lista de espera del PBV, la
HACLA colocara a la familia en la lista de espera prepia-deHugar del PBV.

17.34 Ocupando las viviendas desocupadas del PBV

Normalmente el propietario le avisara a la HACLA de toda vivienda desocupada y la
HACLA le derivara al propietario familias de la lista de espera de la HACLA propia—del
lugar del PBV. Si no hubiere familias en la lista de espera propia-deHugar del PBV, el
propietario le derivara algun cliente a la HACLA para colocacion en la lista de espera
propia—deHugar del PBV y para que determine si retne los requisitos, o le pedird a la
HACLA que busque familias en su lista de espera restringida al inquilino para
colocacion en la lista de espera propia del lugar.

Después del primer afio del contrato PBV, si, a pesar del mayor esfuerzo de la HACLA
y el propietario, una vivienda bajo contrato PBV permanece desocupada mas de 120
dias después de que el propietario le avis6 a la HACLA que dicha vivienda se
desocupd, la HACLA dara aviso al propietario de que tiene intencién de modificar el
contrato PBV para reducir el nimero de viviendas bajo contrato.

Si la vivienda sigue desocupada por otros 60 dias (180 consecutivos), la HACLA
reducira el nimero de viviendas bajo contrato al restar el nUmero de viviendas que han
estado desocupadas por dicho periodo del contrato por medio de una enmienda de
contrato. La HACLA debe entregarle al propietario un aviso por escrito cuando menos
30 dias previas a dicha reduccién
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Capitulo 1: Objetivos generales y organizacion
1.10 Organizacion del Departamento de la Seccion 8

Inspecciones

El Subdirector de Inspecciones de la Seccion 8 supervisa al Departamento de
Inspecciones de la Seccion 8 y al Gerente de la Oficina de Inspecciones. El Director es
el responsable de asegurarse que el proceso de la planificacién, la organizacion, la
direccion y el control de las operaciones de inspeccion cumplan con los objetivos de la
organizacion, protege los recursos y provee controles internos para medir, informar y
monitorear los resultados del programa. El Director se asegura que el personal de
inspecciones entienda las leyes, el reglamento, los cédigos a cumplir, las normas y los
procedimientos aplicables a su area de responsabilidad.

La Oficina de Inspecciones es la responsable de todas las funciones de inspeccion de
las oficinas de la Seccion 8 incluido el: programar y hacer inspecciones iniciales,
anuales y de quejas, y re-inspecciones; programar y hacer inspecciones de Control de
Calidad, inspeccionar todas las viviendas existentes y las viviendas nuevas bajo
contrato de la Seccién 8 para obtener informacion de los detalles, las caracteristicas, y
los accesorios e instalaciones que se usa para determinar lo razonable del alquiler,
asegurando que, para todas las viviendas existentes bajo contrato de la Seccion 8, se
corrijan todas las faltas a las Normas de Calidad en la Vivienda (HQS, por sus siglas en
inglés) en el plazo establecido, y que, a menos que se otorgue una prérroga, se
suspenda el Pago de Subsidio de Vivienda (HAP, por sus siglas en inglés)

La oficina de Inspecciones tiene la responsabilidad integra de mantener la base de
datos de proveedores independientes AREA-Rents™ que se utiliza para determinar
lo razonable del alquiler y para proporcionar alquileres comparables en aquellas
instancias en las cuales el sistema de proveedores independientes—Rents™ no
provee alquileres comparables adecuados.
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Capitulo 2: Plan de igualdad de oportunidades de vivienda
2.10.2.1 Excepciones dentro de los limites béasicos de la Norma de Pago:
Autoridad de aprobacion:

Estas excepciones soélo las puede otorgar un Gerente de la HACLA Subgerente 0 una
persona que tenga un cargo de supervisor superior al de gerente. Queda prohibido el
delegar esta autoridad a personal con cargo de menor nivel que Gerente Subgerente.

2.10.2.2 Excepciones que superen los limites bésicos de la Norma de Pago

Todas las solicitudes de excepciones a la norma de pago que superen los limites
basicos de la Norma de Pago (90 a 110 por ciento del Alquiler Justo de Mercado) lo
debe analizar y estudiar el Director de la Seccién 8. La oficina del HUD del Area de Los
Angeles debe autorizar dichas excepciones por escrito.

Conforme al Aviso 2010-11 de PIH, Solicitudes para excepciones a las normas de
pago para personas con discapacidades como un arreglo especial razonable,
emitido el 13 de abril de 2010 13-2008, la aprobacion de excepciones a las normas de
pago pueden tener lugar solo si la parte que le corresponde a la familia sobrepasa el 40
por ciento de los Ingresos Mensuales Ajustados (AMI, por sus siglas en inglés), y la
excepcion a la normas de pago que resulte se va a basar en la premisa de que la
familia seguira pagando el 40 por ciento del AMI como la parte que le corresponde. El
mismo aviso estipula que la excepciones a las normas de pago permaneceran en
vigencia hasta y a menos que se justifique un excepcion mayor a las normas de pago,
solicitada y aprobada posteriormente.

2.10.2.3 Excepciones que sobrepasen el 120% del FMR

Cuando se requiera debido a circunstancias especiales, la HACLA solicita aprobacion
de una norma de pago que sobrepase el 120% del FMR a través de la oficina local del
HUD. Esto requiere la exencion de 24 CFR 982.505 (d) de la Sede Central del HUD.

Las solicitudes las debe aprobar el Director de la Seccidon 8 Presidente—yDirector
Ejeeutive. La carta dirigida al HUD solicitando la exencién la firma el Director de la
Seccién 8 Presidente-y-Director. La tramitacion de estas solicitudes generalmente la
maneja un defensor civico (ombudsperson) de la Seccion 8.

Conforme al Aviso 2010-11 del PIH, Solicitudes para excepciones a las normas de
pago para personas con discapacidades como un arreglo especial razonable,
emitido el 13 de abril de 2010 13-2008, la aprobacion de excepciones a las normas de
pago pueden tener lugar sélo si la parte que le corresponde a la familia sobrepasa el 40
por ciento de los Ingresos Mensuales Ajustados (AMI, por sus siglas en inglés), y la
excepcion a la normas del pago que resulte se va a basar en la premisa de que la
familia seguira pagando el 40 por ciento del AMI como la parte que le corresponde. El
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mismo Aviso estipula que la excepciones en las normas de pago permaneceran en
vigencia hasta y a menos que se justifique un excepcion mayor a las normas de pago,
solicitada y aprobada posteriormente.

Capitulo 5: Administrando la lista de espera de solicitantes
5.7 Sustraccion de la lista de espera

Autorizacidn para sustraer (seleccionar) solicitantes de la lista de espera de la HACLA
se limita al Subdirector de Solicitudes, Tramitacién, Emision y Contratacion (APIC, por
sus siglas en inglés) de la Seccion 8 y a otras personas especificamente asignadas y
aprobadas por escrito por el Director de la Seccién 8.

Los solicitantes se deben seleccionar segun la fecha y la hora de la solicitud y por
preferencias reclamadas (si hubiere). A los solicitantes seleccionados de la lista de
espera se les envia un cuestionario por correo y se les asigna fecha y hora para una
entrevista.

Para el programa restringido al inquilino de Vale de Vivienda de Eleccién, el
Subdirector de Solicitudes, Tramitacién, Emisién y Contratacion y—Programas
Especiales de la Seccion 8 determina el numero de solicitantes que se van a
seleccionar de la lista de espera en un momento dado

Capitulo 6: Asuntos y politicas de familias
6.7 Entrega de numeros de seguro social

La HACLA requiere que se entregue un namero complete y correcto de seguro (SSN,
por sus siglas en inglés) por cada miembro de la familia gue-tenga-cuando-menos-seis
afios-de-edad. La HACLA requiere documentacion del SSN. Si a algin miembro de la
familia no se le ha asignado un SSN, dicha persona debe llenar una declaracion
certificada que describa por qué no se le ha emitido un nimero de seguro social. Si la
persona es menor de 18 afios de edad, la declaracion certificada la debe llenar y firmar
el padre, la madre o el tutor de dicha persona.

6.12.1 Autorizacién de un ayudante que viva con la familia

La HACLA puede autorizar que un ayudante viva con la familia después de que un
proveedor de servicios de salud o proveedor de servicios autorizado verifique la
necesidad, sujeto a la Seccién 13.3, Denegacion de la autorizacion de un ayudante que
viva con la familia de este Plan Administrativo.
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Si es pertinente, los requisitos de la Ordenanza de Estabilizacion de Alquileres de la
Ciudad de Los Angeles (como se modificd) aplica a todo aumento de alquiler del
propietario aprobado para cuando se agrega otro miembro a la familia del inquilino. Sin
embargo, la HACLA debe determinar que el alquiler del propietario es razonable de
conformidad con el contrato HAP y que el propietario acata los términos del contrato de
arrendamiento y del apéndice de dicho contrato prescrito por el HUD. [Ver la Seccion
11.19, Cambios en el alquiler del propietario, de este Plan Administrativo para
informacion sobre la Ordenanza de Estabilizacion de Alquileres.]

Una persona que la HACLA haya autorizado anteriormente como miembro de la
familia no redne los requisitos para ser un ayudante que vive con la familia.

6.12.2 Implementacion Aviso 2009-22 del PIH del HUD, Subsidio excesivo en el
programa de Vale de Vivienda de Eleccion 2008-20

6.12.4 Aiadir un ayudante que vive con una familia ya aprobada

Una persona que la HACLA haya autorizado anteriormente como ayudante que vive
con la familia (y por lo tanto no esté sujeto a informar ingresos, ni es beneficiario de
algun derecho del programa) se puede, con autorizacion previa por escrito de la
HACLA, afiadir a la familia subsidiada a peticion por escrito del jefe de la familia. Dicho
miembro no se puede agregar a la familia hasta que no haya cumplido con todos los
requisitos del programa, incluido el de entregar un numero de seguro social e
informacion sobre su situacién migratoria, y el de llenar los formularios apropiados
otorgando permiso para obtener informacion sobre sus ingresos. La persona que se
afiade debe firmar el Informe de Obligaciones o de Responsabilidades de la Familia
adecuado.

Una vez que la HACLA dé su autorizacion, que siempre tendra una posible fecha de
vigencia, el nuevo miembro de la familia queda sujeto inmediatamente a todos los
requisitos y recibe todos los beneficios del programa de subsidio asignado.

En el programa de vale restringido al inquilino, antes de que se autorice anadir al
miembro, el jefe de familia actual debe obtener un permiso por escrito del propietario
para agregar al nuevo miembro al contrato de arrendamiento. Si éste no se puede
obtener, al jefe de familia se le dara un vale para que busque una vivienda que acepte
a la familia con el nuevo miembro.

No obstante lo anterior, la HACLA puede negar que se agregue a la familia una
persona a la que normalmente se le negaria la admision inicial al programa conforme al
Capitulo 13, Cancelaciones y denegaciones, de este Plan Administrativo.
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Capitulo 8: Transferibilidad

8.10.1.1 Contacto inicial

El personal de la HACLA le avisa a la PHA que recibe que espere a la familia. El
personal se comunica por teléfono con la PHA que recibe y le entrega los documentos
requeridos por fax o por correo en un plazo de siete (7) dias habiles raturales.
Capitulo 10: Normas generales del programa

10.8.1 Normas de subsidio para la contratacion y mudanzas

Se entrega un vale a un solicitante o a una familia participante que solicite mudarse

dentro de la Seccién 8 o a otro programa de subsidio de vivienda conforme a la tabla a
continuacion.

Mujer embarazada que vive sola:

Una familia que consta de una mujer embarazada (sin ninguna otra persona en la
familia) se cuenta como dos (2) personas. Por lo demas, (si hay otras personas en la
familia) una mujer embarazada se cuenta como una persona.

Avudante gue vive con la familia:

Si se autoriza a un ayudante que viva con la familia, se asignara otra recamara (y
solamente una) al tamafio de vivienda de la familia, aparte del nimero de recamaras
determinadas al aplicar normalmente las normas de la Tabla 1. La familia no recibira un
vale donde se le asigne otra recamara para el ayudante que vive con la familia hasta
gue se cumplan todos los requisitos de la Seccion 6.12.2, Implementacion del Aviso
2009-22 2008-20 del PIH del HUD. La familia debe cumplir anualmente con los
requisitos de la Seccién 6.12.3, Conservando una recamara adicional para el ayudante
gue vive con la familia, para conservar el subsidio del tamafio de vivienda que permite
una recamara adicional para el ayudante que vive con la familia.
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Conforme al Aviso 2009-22 del PIH, Subsidio excesivo en el programa de Vale de
Vivienda de Eleccion, publicado el 21 de Julio de 2009 2008-20, asistentes
esporadicos, intermitentes, multiples o rotativos no satisfacen la definicion de ayudante
gue vive con la familia. Un ayudante que vive con la familia debe residir con la familia
de forma permanente (siendo el domicilio principal del ayudante) para que se pueda
ajustar el tamafio de la vivienda.

Capitulo 11: Propietarios, contratos, inspecciones, y reclamos
11.7 Método para determinar lo razonable del alquiler

La HACLA toma determinaciones sobre lo razonable de los alquileres de acuerdo a las
normas e indicaciones del HUD. La HACLA puede tomar determinaciones de lo
razonable de los alquileres a su exclusivo criterio en cualquier momento para asegurar
gue se cumplan los reglamentos de Normas de Calidad de Vivienda (HQS) y las
normas del HUD.

La HACLA utiliza los servicios de un tercero proveedor Applied-Real-Estate-Analysis;
he—(AREA—por—sus——siglas—en—inglés) y su sistema de modelo de célculo para lo

razonable de los alquileres, AREA-Rents™ un sistema de marca registrada, como su
principal medio para determinar los alquileres razonables de viviendas subvencionadas.
El tercero proveedor sistema—AREA-Rents™™ ysg un modelo de precios hedonico
que calcula los precios justos del mercado local para varias caracteristicas de vivienda
basandose en lo que los inquilinos estan dispuestos a pagar por viviendas con
caracteristicas especificas de viviendas en areas determinadas. AREA El tercero
proveedor ha adaptado este sistema segun los requisitos de la HACLA y lo ha hecho
excluswo al mercado de alquiler local de la HACLA. Las—caracteristicas—del-sistema
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11.7.1 Criterios que usa el tercero proveedor AREA-Rents™ para determinar el
alquiler comparable

La siguiente informacién la recopilan los supervisores de alquiler y el personal de
inspeccion de la HACLA para entrarla en el sistema del tercero proveedor AREA
Rents™ para determinar el alquiler comparativo:

e Ubicacion de la vivienda,
e NuUmero de recamaras,
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e Numero de bafios,

Tipo de construccion (si son varias separadas, el numero de viviendas en el

lote),

Condiciones de la vivienda,

Numero de viviendas en el edificio,

Antigiiedad del edificio,

Area en pies cuadrados de la vivienda,

Enseres y electro domeésticos incluidos en el alquiler (lavaplatos, trituradora

de desperdicios, cuarto de lavado, microondas, estufa, refrigerador, lavadora,

secadora, etc.),

e Servicios incluidos con el alquiler (aire acondicionado, sistema de seguridad,
cable, ventilador de techo, ascensor, chimenea, comunidad cerrada, equipo
de ejercicio, tipo de calefaccion (por ejemplo central, de piso, de pared),
mantenimiento de areas verdes, tipo de estacionamiento, area de juegos,
piscina, balcén, patio, jardin, vista, alfombra, pisos de madera, etc.),

e Servicios publicos pagados por el duefio,

e Servicios publicos pagados por el arrendatario y tipo de energia (eléctrica, de
gas).

11.7.2 Fuentes de alquileres comparables

El tercero proveedor sistema-AREA-Rents™ es el método principal aprobado para
determinar alquileres comparables para viviendas subvencionadas que no sean
propiedad de la HACLA.

Vea la Seccion 11.10 para pruebas de lo razonable del alquiler para viviendas
propiedad de la HACLA.

Si un propietario pide un aumento de alquiler de una vivienda subvencionada para
la cual todavia no se ha obtenido informacion en el sistema del tercero proveedor
AREARents, 0 si el sistema no se encuentra disponible, se enviara un inspector
de la HACLA a la vivienda para que recopile la informacion de la vivienda que
necesita el sistema.

11.7.3 Interiores comparables

La HACLA se asegura que el alquiler restringido al inquilino de viviendas
subvencionadas no exceda los alquileres que informa el propietario de viviendas
parecidas y similares sin subsidio en el lugar.

Para el contrato inicial de una vivienda, si la vivienda es una propiedad multifamiliar,
(definida por el HUD como de cinco o mas viviendas en el lugar), el propietario
debera proveer informacién sobre los tres ultimos alquileres de viviendas parecidas
y similares sin subsidio en la Peticion de Aprobacién de Inquilino (RFTA, por sus
siglas en inglés).
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Si un propietario solicita un aumento de alquiler, el propietario debe proporcionar a
la HACLA informacién sobre las tres viviendas parecidas y similares mas recientes
alquiladas en el lugar dentro del dltimo afio o indicar que no hubo tales alquileres
durante el dltimo afio.

El alquiler de la vivienda no puede exceder la cantidad menor del alquiler
comparable razonable segun se determine por el sistema del tercero proveedor
AREA-Rents™ sj es que se cuenta con dicha informacién o del alquiler interno mas
reciente de viviendas comparables sin subsidio proveido por el propietario.

En caso de una nueva determinacion de alquiler razonable durante el plazo del
Contrato HAP, la HACLA puede requerirle al propietario en cualquier momento que
entregue informacién por escrito de lo razonable del alquiler.

11.7.4 Requisitos para la contratacion Inicial

Antes de aprobar a un inquilino subsidiado y de esta forma antes de ejecutar el
Contrato HAP, la HACLA se asegura que el contrato propuesto de alquiler se apoye
en el sistema del tercero proveedor AREA-Rents™ si es que se cuenta con dicha
informacion.

El alquiler que se le paga al duefio no puede exceder lo mas bajo del célculo de
alquiler razonable del tercero proveedor AREA-Rents™- o la mas reciente alquiler
interior comparable para una unidad sin asistencia en el edificio si el duefio lo
proviene si tal informacion existe.

11.7.5 Viviendas que el sistema del tercero proveedor AREA-RentsTM no cubre

El sistema del tercero proveedor de-AREA-RentsTM no proporciona informacién
de viviendas para inquilinato en un cuarto o para casas rodantes o espacios de
alquiler. En algunos casos el sistema del tercero proveedor de-AREA-RentsTM no
proporciona informacion adecuada sobre un tipo especifico de vivienda en
determinadas zonas. Para viviendas que no cubra el sistema, los alquileres
comparables los determinard un inspector de la HACLA usando el método
tradicional de comparacion. (Ver la Seccién 11.9 Método para determinar lo
razonable del alquiler — Determinaciones de los inspectores, a continuacion).

11.8 Apelaciones contra determinaciones de alquileres comparables

Si el propietario no esta de acuerdo con el alquiler comparable que da el sistema, el
personal de la HACLA examinard con el propietario la informacion de la vivienda
registrada en el Formulario de Informacién de Vivienda para la vivienda subvencionada
en cuestion. Si el propietario no esta de acuerdo con las caracteristicas, propiedades o
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servicios de la vivienda identificadas por la HACLA, la inspeccién o la unidad de lo
razonable del alquiler puede concertar una cita con el propietario para examinar la
propiedad en cuestion y pueden hacerse las correcciones pertinentes a la informacion
de la vivienda que tenga el tercero proveedor AREA-

Si se hacen correcciones a la informacion de la vivienda utilizada por e/ tercero
proveedor AREA—Rents™ |a unidad de lo razonable de alquileres le solicitara a/
tercero proveedor AREA—Rents™ un calculd modificado de los alquileres
comparables. Este calculo modificado se usara para determinar el alquiler razonable
sin importar si dicho célculo es mas alto o mas bajo que la determinacion original del
tercero proveedor de-AREA-Rents™,

Si, después del examen de la propiedad en cuestién, no corresponde hacer alguna
correccion a la informacion de la vivienda, el calculo inicial de alquiler comparable
determinado por el tercero proveedor AREA-Rents™ serd usado para determinar lo
razonable del alquiler.

Se pudiesen proporcionar apelaciones adicionales por medio de la cadena de mando
de la HACLA.

La HACLA puede, a su exclusivo criterio, establecer categorias de viviendas a las
cuales se les pueda determinar un alquiler razonable usando el tercero proveedor
AREARents™- u otros datos que no impliquen especificamente comparacién con cinco
viviendas equivalentes o comparables.

Capitulo 12: Participaciéon continta
12.2 Limitaciones en las mudanzas
Para programas restringidos al inquilino, ya sea que el participante resida en la
jurisdiccion de la HACLA o haya ejercido la transferibilidad, aplican las limitaciones a
continuacion:
12.2.1 Mudanza a solicitud de la familia
En el ano inicial de inquilinato bajo un contrato de subsidio de vivienda, a la familia
participante no se le permitirh mudarse a peticion de la familia. A partir de entonces,
una mudanza a peticion de la familia y la emision de un vale no pueden tener lugar

mas de una vez en un periodo de doce (12) meses.

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12.3.3.2 Requisitos informativos después de una reduccion en TTP

Una vez que la familia haya recibido una reduccién en el pago total al inquilino (TTP,
por sus siglas en inglés) por una revision provisional, la familia debe informar
irmediatamente a la HACLA de todo aumento de ingresos en un plazo de treinta (30)
dias a partir del cambio hasta la siguiente revision anual programada. Cada informe
resultard en otra revision provisional para determinar si el TTP debe modificarse al alza
0 a la baja.

12.3.3.4 El no informar de cambios en los ingresos

Una vez que la familia haya recibido el beneficio de la reduccion al TTP por una
revision provisional, el que la familia no informe debidamente de algin aumento en los
ingresos de la familia en un plazo de treinta (30) dias a partir del cambio dara como
consecuencia que se le haga un cargo retroactivo a la familia hasta donde la HACLA
haya pagado en exceso alguna cantidad de HAP o de UAP.

14.7.1 Aviso por escrito de intento de accion judicial

A las familias afectadas se les envia avisos en ingles, espafiol, armenio y ruso
espafiol cuando menos 30 dias previos a la fecha de entrada en vigencia de la posible
accion incluida en la Seccién 14.7, Audiencia informal, anteriormente. El aviso incluye
lo siguiente:

1. Informe sobre la accidn judicial especifica que la HACLA tiene intencion de
interponer,

2. El motivo del intento de interponer una accién judicial, mencionando los
reglamentos o las normas de la HACLA que fundamenten o requieran dicha
accion;

3. Sila e accion judicial que se tiene intencidn de interponer se base en que no se
le reembols6 a la HACLA dinero por alquiler pendiente de pago, pérdidas por
vivienda desocupada, reclamos por dafios a la vivienda o alguna otra candidad
gue se le deba a la HACLA, la cantidad que se le adeuda a la HACLA y, para las
familias participantes, aviso de que tienen la opcién de pagar a plazos;

4. Informacién sobre el derecho que tiene la familia afectada a una audiencia
informal y cdmo solicitarla;

5. Informacion de la disponibilidad de un arreglo especial razonable para una
familia que tenga una persona con una discapacidad; y
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6. La fecha limite para solicitar una audiencia que no es menor de 30 dias después
de que se haya enviado por correo el Aviso de Intento de Accion Judicial y el
Derecho a Solicitar una Audiencia.

Capitulo 17: Procedimientos especiales para programas de vale restringido a
proyectos (PBA, por sus siglas en inglés)

17.1 Programa de certificado restringido a proyectos (PBC, por sus siglas en inglés):

El programa de certificado restringido a proyectos consta de vales que la Junta de
Comisionados aparté antes de 2001. Estas viviendas estan sujetas a las disposiciones
de 24 CFR parte 983 modificada el 1o. de abril de 2002 con la excepcion de 24 CFR
983.151(c) en renovaciones que la actual norma en 24 CFR 983.10 regula. La HACLA
ya no adjunta vale de subsidio a viviendas que tengan un vale restringido a proyectos
bajo el programa de certificado restringido a proyectos (PBC).

A medida que los contratos de certificado restringido a proyectos venzan, la HACLA
determina si va a renovar el contrato como vale restringido a proyectos de acuerdo al
Aviso 2008-14 del PIH del HUD vy toda directriz posterior del HUD.

Al renovar el contrato, la HACLA se asegura que el propietario esté enterado de los
requisitos establecidos por legislacion de la Ley de Violencia en Contra de Mujeres
(Leyes publicas 109-162 y 109-271), que enmendaron a la Ley de Vivienda de 1937,
conforme al Aviso de Registro Federal del HUD del viernes 16 de marzo de 2007 (FR
Vol. 72, Nim. 51 pagina 12696), al Aviso PIH 2007-5 del HUD, al Aviso de Registro
Federal del HUD del viernes 28 de noviembre de 2008 (FR Vol. 73, Num. 230
pagina 72336), y toda instruccion posterior del HUD.

17.38 Viviendas hacinadas, subocupadas y accesibles

Si una familia ocupa una vivienda del tamafio equivocado o0 una vivienda con
caracteristicas para discapacitados y la familia no necesita ese tipo de vivienda, la
HACLA le avisara a la familia y al propietario de esta determinacion y de la intencion
gue tiene de cancelar el subsidio de dicha vivienda.

En esos casos, la HACLA le entregara a la familia un vale restringido al inquilino a
menos que:

e El propietario ocupante tiene una vivienda del tamafio adecuado, y
e La familia cumple con algun criterio especial de la vivienda, y
e La familia desea alquiler la vivienda que esta disponible.

Después de darle a una familia un vale restringido al inquilino para que busque otra

vivienda, la HACLA continuara el subsidio de la vivienda en el PBV para dicha familia
siempre que la familia tenga un vale restringido al inquilino véalido. La HACLA debe
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terminar el subsidio del PBV de la familia al vencer el plazo del vale (incluida toda
extension que la HACLA haya otorgado). El plazo total del vale, incluido extensiones
para arreglos especiales razonables, no debe de pasar de 365 dias, que es lo que la
HACLA considera ser un tiempo razonable para ese propésito.

20.1.2.1 Requisitos béasicos para participar

Ademas de los requisitos que tienen que reunir las familias entas-nermas, las familias
no tienen que deber ningun dinero ni estar atrasados en el pago de alguna cantidad
gue se adeudada a la HACLA o a alguna otra agencia de vivienda publica (PHA, por
sus siglas en inglés), ser un participante de la Seccién 8 que ha ocupado la
vivienda por lo menos doce (12) meses. Participantes que no estén ocupando su
vivienda o que hayan recibido un aviso de que tienen noventa (90) dias para
mudarse no se aceptaran en el programa de adquisicion de vivienda hasta que
tengan un nuevo contrato del programa de alquiler y que hayan permanecido en
su vivienda actual cuando menos doce (12) meses. También tienen que reunir los
siguientes requisitos:
